What material is the underlayment at the existing bathrooms floor? It is a concrete
slab above a crawl space at that corner. See photos below.

. Will we demolish the wall and install 2X6 walls at the bathroom to entry lobby wall?

Plans show existing wall to remain, with furring at shower and fountains for
extra depth. Main plumbing wall is between bathrooms for routing.

It seems as if we are at capacity. The 175A from main panel to new Panel A at 225
Amp doesn’t work. Will there be a new electrical service feed?

We have determined the existing service is adequate. It will have very
limited spare capacity. If in the field the existing panel will not support the
added 175/2 breaker we have shown.
